| REGUL ATIONS GOVERNING CERTAIN SOLVENTS IN FOODSTUFFS

Published under Government Notice No. R. 911 of 28/972001

T he Minister of Health has, in termsofsection 15(1) ofthe Foodstufs, Cosmeics and Disinfectants Act,
1972 (Act No. 54 of 1972), made the regulations in this Schedule.

SCHEDULE

1. In these regulations“the Act” means of the Foodguffs, Cosnetics and Disinfectants Ad, 1972 (Act
No. 54 0f 1972), and any expressionto whichameaning hasbem assgned in the Act shall bear

such meaning and, unlessinconsistent with the context -

“beverage’ means any powder orliquidintended for saleas adrink forhuman consumption, and
shall include natural mineral water and bottled water.

2. For the purpose of section 2(1)(b)(i) of theAct, in sofar asit isapplied to and is gplicableto
foodstuffs, the foll owing foodstuffs are hereby deemed to be contaminated orimpure:

(a) Any beverage containing morethan 10mg per kilogram or benzenein theready to drink
form.

(b) Any liquor product excealingthe specified maximum level of methanol asstipul ated for
different liquor products under the Liquor Produds Act, 1989 (ActNo. 60 0f1989).
